Delinquent accounts must be paid in full on or by June 1, 2024. Please refer to the policy

outlined below:

SECTION lll. PAYMENTS

A. Payments are due and payable to
QHA on or before the first day of
each month.

B. Payments not received by QHA on or
before the fifth day of the month are
considered to be delinquent.

C. Prompt payment is required for
continued occupancy.

D. All payments are to be made to

delivered to the QHA office in person
or mailed to:

E. Payments may be made in cash, or by check,

money order, automated clearinghouse
(ACH), or payroll deduction. A Participant
desiring to make payment by payroll
deduction is responsible for making
adequate arrangements with his or her
employer to have the required payment
deducted from his or her earnings and
remitted to QHA at least once each month.
QHA shall promptly inform an employer of
any change in the amount of payment.

. If a personal check or ACH payment is not

honored due to insufficient funds, the
Participant shall be assessed a service
charge of $35; and the Participant will no
longer be allowed to pay by personal check
or ACH.
