THE QUECHANINDIANTRIBE OF THE FORT YUMA 
INDIAN RESERVATION IS A FEDERALLY RECOGNIZED 
INDIAN TRIBE ORGANIZED UNDER ACONSTITUTION 
AND BYLAWS RATIFIED BY THE TRIBE ON NOVEMBER 
28, 1936, AND APPROVED BY THE SECRETARY OF THE 
INTERIOR ON DECEMBER 18, 1936 WITH REVISED 
AMENDMENTS APPROVED ON NOVEMBER 18, 1974, AND 
MAY21, 1997,AND 

THE QUECHAN TRIBAL COUNCIL IS THE DULY ELECTED 
GOVERNING BODY OF THE QUECHAN TRIBE AND 
EXERCISES GOVERNMENTAL AUTHORITY OVER LANDS 
WITHIN THE FORT YUMA RESERVATION LOCATED IN 
CALIFORNIA AND ARIZONA PURSUANT TO THE TRIBE'S
